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A SEVENTH THRILLING SEASON AT THE START

The World Touring Car Championship kicks off in Brazil on March 20th

Welcome to the dynamic world of the FIA World Touring Car Championship, one of the most spectacular and fastest growing motorsports series! In the past six years, the WTCC established some new records, consolidating its position alongside the other FIA World Championships as well as increasing its popularity worldwide. 

Entering its seventh season in 2011, the WTCC is ready for another thrilling year that also marks a new era for Touring Car racing with the adoption of the new 1.6-litre turbo engine.
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The 2011 FIA WTCC will be visiting twelve different countries over four continents, from the Americas to Africa before moving to Europe for the core of the season that will come to an end with three events in Asia, including the series’ first visit to Mainland China on November 6th at the Guangdong International Circuit.

The big challenge for the drivers in 2011 is dethroning Yvan Muller who won the title for Chevrolet in 2010, giving the GM Group its first world title and clinching his second Drivers’ Championship after the one he had won in 2008 for SEAT. Again Muller will drive a Chevrolet Cruze, while the 2009 World Champion Gabriele Tarquini will race a SEAT León again.

New teams and drivers have joined the series, like the 16-year old Spaniard Pepe Oriola, the youngest racer ever to compete in WTCC.

However, the most important arrival is that of Polestar Racing representing Volvo. The Sweden-based outfit will field one Volvo C30 car for reigning Scandinavian Touring Car champion Robert Dahlgren with the aim to pave the way for the Swedish Manufacturer’s full commitment from 2012.  
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WTCC is all about LIVE TV coverage. With increased worldwide TV distribution to more than 160 countries across 86 TV networks the WTCC reached a new record in TV viewership with a total of approximately 470 million viewers around the world.

Within the Eurosport group the coverage includes live extensive broadcasts on Eurosport, which is further complemented by comprehensive coverage on Eurosport 2, Eurosport Asia-Pacific, Eurosportnews and eurosport.com websites.

The high-quality and innovative Live TV production has been further enhanced, as from 2009 the WTCC became the first FIA World Championship produced in native High Definition. 

These are the ingredients that make the FIA WTCC a unique motorsport series. The fans love it and cannot wait for another thrilling season!
